Gettysburg College

International Affairs Association and Model United Nations Club
CONSTITUTION
Updated November 26, 2012
Article I: Name
The name of this organization shall be the International Affairs Association and Model United Nations Club of Gettysburg College.

Article II: Purpose
The International Affairs Association and Model United Nations Club (also known as IAA) seeks to stimulate interest and discussion in international affairs among the Gettysburg College Community. The IAA holds weekly discussion meetings, sends delegates to Model United Nations Conferences both domestically and internationally, sponsors lectures on-campus, holds an “International Affairs” week, and publishes a clubs journal, The Ambassador.

Article III: Membership

Section 1.
Any member of the undergraduate body of Gettysburg College who is a full-time regular student shall be eligible for membership in the Association.
Section 2.
Faculty members and students other than full-time regular undergraduates shall be eligible for membership in the Association, but not permitted to hold office.
Section 3. 
Active members shall be those who have attended at least one-half of the general meetings in that academic year.
Section 4.
Voting Membership is restricted to matriculated, currently enrolled students, faculty and staff at Gettysburg College.
Section 5.
Membership in the organization will not be denied to anyone on the basis of race, national origin, age, sex, sexual orientation, disability, or veteran's status, except as sanctioned by law.
Section 6.
Club members shall not be subject to any hazing at any time.
Article IV Offices

Section 1.
The officers of this Association shall be the President, the Vice-President, Secretary, Model United Nations Director, Public Relations Director, Conference Logistics Director and Special Envoy to the Senate/ Inter Club Liaison. These officers shall constitute the Executive Board.
Section 2.
All officers of the Association are matriculated, currently enrolled students at Gettysburg College.
Section 3.
It shall be the duty of the Executive Board to supervise all activities of the Association.
Section 4.
The officers of the Executive Board shall be elected for a term of one school year by active members and should either express their intent of remaining at Gettysburg College for the full duration of their terms or fulfill the obligations of Article IV, Section 5 of this document.
Section 5.
Terms of one half-year are permitted for all Executive Board positions (except the President) due to students studying off-campus. An Association member elected to a half-year term must be elected in conjunction with a fellow member who will serve out the remaining half-year of the position.
Section 6.
An active member of the Association may hold any Executive Board position at any given time, unless exceptional circumstances render this impossible.
Section 7.
A quorum at an Executive Board meeting shall consist of five members of the Executive Board, one of whom must be either President or Vice-President. Such a quorum is required for the Executive Board to make any decision requiring a vote.
Section 8.
It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all general Association meetings; to supervise and direct the work of the Association; to insure that all of the functions set forth in this Constitution are achieved; to speak for the Association before the campus and community with the approval of the majority of the Executive Board; and to maintain the finances of the club in conjunction with the Vice-President.
Section 9.
It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to make disbursements approved by the Executive Board The Vice President will also monitor the financial status of all functions of the Association and shall be responsible for preparing and maintaining a budget, of which the Executive board must approve by a majority vote. It will also be the duty of the Vice-President to aid and assist the President as the President deems necessary and to be prepared at all times to assume any or all of the duties of the Presidency. In the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall preside at general Association meetings.
Section 10.
It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep the minutes of each general meeting of the Association, and of meetings of the Executive Board, to take care of all Association correspondence, and to inform all members of general meetings in conjunction with the Public Relations Director.
Section 11.
It shall be the duty of the Model United Nations Director to determine participation in intercollegiate Model United Nations activities, including establishing conference contacts, choosing conferences to attend, and coordinating participation in conjunction with the Executive Board. The Model United Nations Director will report to the Executive Board decisions pertaining to conferences as well as conference participation. The MUN Director will be senior too and aided by the Conference Logistics 
Director with the organization of conferences namely registration, hotels and transportation.  The Model United Nations Director shall also prepare members of the Association for participation in intercollegiate activities.
Section 12. 
It shall be the duty of the Public Relations Director to plan and coordinate activities not considered to fall under the domain of the Model United Nations Director. Specific note will be accorded to the planning of speakers addressing international affairs, debates on issues of similar nature, social functions of the Association, fostering relationships between the Association and other clubs and academic departments, and informative trips to internationally-important locales both in the U.S. and abroad.
Section 13.
It shall be the duty of the Special Envoy to the Senate/Inter Club Liaison to attend all open Student Senate meetings. The Representative shall speak for the club when attendance is taken at the meeting, as well as address any questions Senate may have regarding the club. The Representative shall take notes and report back to the Executive Board any important information for Association functions, including handling the club registration process. In addition they shall plan and coordinate multi-club events, a minimum of one per semester.  The Representative is responsible for engaging and dialoguing with other campus groups and reporting back to the Executive Board. 

Section 14: 
The primary role of the Conference Logistics Director will support the Model United Nations Director in organizing conference logistics. They will be advised and guided by the MUN Director.  They will be also work to planning and organizing a Gettysburg College Model United Nations cabinet simulation hosted (in part) by the Gettysburg College International Affairs Association.

Section 15.
Additional members of the Executive Board may be appointed on a temporary basis with the approval of a majority of Executive Board members.
Section 16.
Any decision made by a member of the Executive Board may be overturned by the Executive Board by a two-thirds vote.
Article V: Elections

Nominations for elections for executive board positions shall be held at a general Association meeting two weeks following Spring Break. Elections for these positions shall be held at a general Association meeting during the week following nominations. All active club members are eligible to run for all positions unless otherwise specified in the Constitution. Newly-elected Executive Board members will not take over their responsibilities until the end of the Spring Term. The interim period will serve as an introduction of the new members to the Executive Board, assisted by outgoing officers in a professional and cordial manner.

Article VI: Vacancy and Removal of Officers

Section 1.
Should any Executive Board member cease to be an active member of the Association as defined above, their Executive Board position shall be considered vacant.

Section 2.
If, during the regular term, any of the offices become vacant, or if a member of the Executive Board resigns their position, elections shall be held within two Association meetings to fill the office or offices for the remainder of the term.

Section 3.
Any member of the Executive Board may be removed from their position by a two-thirds vote of active club members at a general meeting. 
Article VII: Meetings
Section 1.
General Association meetings shall be held weekly during the academic year and may be called at the discretion of the President and/or the Executive Board.
Section 2.
A quorum shall consist of one-third of the active members.
Section 3.
A quorum is required to conduct elections or amend this Constitution at any general Association meeting.
Article VIII: Committees

All executive members may form and chair committees as needed to fulfill their constitutional duties.
Article IX: Fees

Association members shall not subject to any dues or fees.
Article X: Amendments

This Constitution may be amended in whole or in part by a two-thirds vote of a quorum of active members present at any general meeting, with due notice of said amendment being given at a previous general Association meeting; or may be amended at a called meeting provided written notice of said amendment has been sent to each member at least one week prior to said meeting.

Article XI: Suspension of Constitution
This Constitution may be suspended in whole or in part by a three-fourths vote of active club members at any general Association meeting. A quorum shall be required for any vote to suspend the Constitution or any part of this document.

Article XII: Conferences
Section 1. 
All matriculated Gettysburg College students are able to apply to attend Model United Nations Conferences regardless of club participation. All conferences will be communicated by email to club member and on the student digest.

Section 2. 
Following budget approval by the executive board; all conference (hotels, flights, conference fees) must be made in the presence of and reviewed by at least two other executive board one of whom must be the President, Vice-President or MUN Director.
